Flag Ceremony:  Have you ever wondered how flag carriers are chosen?  Each year we try to include all of 
the flags of the Latin American countries important to people attending camp.  A few years ago we started 
including all of the current year’s high school graduates in the flag ceremony.  This gives each camper at 
least one opportunity to be in the flag ceremony.  For countries not represented by a graduate we look at 
who has not carried the flag of their country in the past, or the past few years.
